SCHOLARSHIP DESCRIPTION:

This scholarship was established in February, 1996 in honor of William H. and Lena M. Petree. It is the
intent of the William H. and Lena M. Petree Trust to provide college scholarships for worthy Forsyth County
residents. Award recipients should be well-rounded individuals who demonstrate significant promise in
academics, leadership, community and school service.

Scholarships are to be applied to cost of tuition and fees and will be awarded for four (4) consecutive
years depending on continued completion of eligibility requirements. The Winston-Salem Foundation
Scholarship Committee in its sole discretion will be responsible for determining the number and size of

scholarships each year.

CRITERIA:

Applicants must:
*  be a graduating high-school senior
* demonstrate academic promise during high-school
*  have a minimum cumulative unweighted GPA of 3.5 through 1st semester, 12th grade
* demonstrate a willingness for self help during high school
* demonstrate leadership, school service, and community service during high school
* demonstrate financial need for upcoming college expenses (not restricted to lowest family incomes

APPLICATION PROCESS:

In
addition to completing the application students must:

®  submit one recommendation - see section G on application (deadline March 31)

® submit a grade transcript through first semester, 12th grade (deadline March 31)

SELECTION PROCESS:

The Winston-Salem Foundation’s Student Aid Committee will review applications and select scholarship recipi-

ents.

PAYMENT PROCESS:

Scholarship checks will be issued as "2 of the award amount each semester and made jointly payable to the

student and the school. Checks will be mailed to the student’s home address..

RENEWAL PROCESS:

Recipients receiving renewal awards must maintain a minimum cumulative GPA of 2.5 and full time
enrollment at accredited four- year institutions. Official grade transcripts must be submitted each
summer by July 1 for verification of acceptable academic pace and GPA. Recipients should request
grade transcripts from the Registrar for themselves and forward to the Foundation so they will know
the transcript has been sent.

Upon verification of continued eligibility, a check for fall semester will be jointly issued to the
student and the college and will be mailed to the student for presentation to the college Financial Aid

Office. Spring semester checks are usually issued in November each year.

DEADLINE:

Applications and all supplemental materials must be received at The Winston-Salem Foundation by the
deadline. If this date falls on a weekend, the deadline is extended to the upcoming Monday.
